Lectio Divina  

 
Lectio Divina is an ancient Latin term literally translated, "Diving Reading," or "Sacred 
Reading," that centuries ago was developed into a systemic method of prayer, that is, 
reading as a basis for prayer. 
Fr. Francis Martin, a Scripture scholar who frequently writes on prayer, notes that Lectio 
Divina, or "holy reading" happens in an atmosphere of "wasting time." 
"There are no practical goals, no book to get through, no certain number of pages to read, 

but simply a deep sacramental use of God's word as a meeting place for God and man," he notes. 
"So, one day, after just a line or two, there may be reflection and prayer and contemplation; some other 
day, when we are tired or distracted or in some pain, we simply stay there reading, allowing the words to 
pass from the page to our hearts, sometimes not even going through our minds, offering to God this 
expression of reverence, faith and gratitude for the gift of his holy Word." 
"Scripture is a sacramental means of bringing us to an awareness of God's action in us," says Fr. Martin. "It 
can heighten that awareness and bring us to knowledge of God which is beyond knowledge." 
This is a method of praying the scriptures that has been around for a long time. It has now come to Asbury 
Memorial on Wednesday Evenings.  Margaret Clay is leading a Lectio Divina group at 7:00 pm on 
Wednesday in the Sanctuary.  If you would like to be a part, arrive a few minutes before to get settled and 
the group begins promptly at 7:00pm and last for about an hour. If you have questions contact Margaret at 
margaretclay@comcast.net or call the Church Office at (912) 233-4351.

   Centering Prayer Group  

Centering Prayer is a method of silent prayer that prepares us to receive the gift of contemplative prayer, 

prayer in which we experience God's presence within us, closer than breathing, closer than thinking, closer 

than consciousness itself. This method of prayer is both a relationship with God and a discipline to foster 

that relationship. 

Centering Prayer is not meant to replace other kinds of prayer. Rather, it adds depth of meaning to all 

prayer and facilitates the movement from more active modes of prayer ñ verbal, mental or affective prayer 

ñ into a receptive prayer of resting in God. Centering Prayer emphasizes prayer as a personal relationship 

with God and as a movement beyond conversation with Christ to communion with Him. Asbury Memorialõs 

Centering Prayer group meets on Tuesday mornings at 7:00 AM. 

The group ends promptly before or at 7:30 am to allow participants to get to work. Coffee is always 

available before and after the session.

News from the Renovation Team: 

Celebrate the Joy!  

The time has come.  All of our prayers, planning 

and hard work has not been futile.  May 3rd is 

going to be the last day our congregation will be 

meeting in the Sanctuary until the renovations are 

completed next Fall.  However, work will begin 

before May 3rd.  Most notably, the stained glass 

windows on the Waters Avenue side of the 

sanctuary will be removed and restored it its 

original splendor during April.  Wiskirchen 

Studios, a noted stained glass restoration company 

from ADA, Michigan will be removing each pane of 

glass from each window on the Waters Avenue 

side of the sanctuary, for cleaning, restoration and 

releading.  Once the windows are placed back, 

there will be a storm window type encasement 

that will not only protect the glass, but will allow 

more light to enter the sanctuary.  The 

encasement material is a polycarbonate called 

Lexan.  Lexan provides a protective glazing which 

is more impact-resistant than glass. Polycarbonate 

is virtually shatterproof.  Lexan is used in the 

aerospace industry for aircraft canopies, 

windscreens and other windows.  If you have 

questions contact the Church Office at (912) 233-
4351 or send e-mail to asburymumc@yahoo.com.
