sion work overseas this March. Jennie Wilburn will be serving in Costa Rica, and Chelsea Hester will

be serving in Jamaica. Each of them has written a letter to tell about this upcoming experience.

Both of these young adults need to help pay for their way for the trip. If you would like to help

them, they will explain how to do so in the letter. If you cannot help them financially, please bless
them with your prayers. We are so proud of them.

Here is Jennie's letter:

Dear Asbury Memorial Church family,

This March, Rice University's Community Involvement Center (CIC) is advising eight one -week ser-
vice projects in locations both in the United States and abroad. Approximately one hundred ten

Rice

University students, including myself, will work side -by -side with the  community members to help
improve living conditions. This year, | have been chosen to lead an Alternative Spring Break to

Costa Rica. It is the only international trip of the eight trips and will provide international experience
to 11 other students and one faculty adviser. I chose this trip for the location as well as the issue
(indigenous  cultural preservation). The organization we will be working with is the Kan Tan Educa-
tional Farm, a project that works on eco -development  and cultural preservation of the Brunka peo-

ple in the region of Boruca. We will be working doing such things as constructing a palm roof, plant-
ing organic crops, teaching at the local school and trail and garden maintenance. | am very excited

to be leading this trip because it has so much to do with my personal interests. | have been

a participant in two other trips, a spring break trip to Mexico and a summer trip to Guatemala, the

trip that | was on that was cut short when my father passed away. As a leader, | am responsible for

every part of the trip and | want to make this trip as meaningful for the other 11 participants as my
trips have been for me. | have been working on the logistics of the trip since last May so a lot of

time and effort has and is going into organizing, fundraising, planning and learning about the issues
we will be working with.

| am extremely excited about this once in a lifetime opportunity to interact with and learn from an-

other community. We are faced, however, with the great task of raising the funds necessary for the

trip and are working in as many ways possible in the short time we have: washing cars, cleaning up

after baseball and basketball games at Rice, and selling baked goods, just to name a few. Despite

our many efforts, we still need help. The total cost of the trips is anticipated to be over $17,000, so

any help that you may offer will be greatly appreciated.
